Submission Categories
The proposed article should address a current and pertinent topic in any area of the law or government policy. Only original content will be accepted, and submissions will be screened for plagiarism. Pieces on topics that have specifically been covered on the blog will not be accepted unless they are responses to the previously published article.

Word Limit
1. The word limit of the manuscript must be at most 800-1200 words, excluding a 250-word abstract. This stipulation is flexible at the editor’s discretion. 
2. The abstract is a mandatory part of the article, as it will be posted along with the submission on our social media platforms. Please include 5-6 keywords along with the abstract as well. 

Submission Guidelines
1. Font: Times New Roman, Size: 12, Line Spacing: 1.5, Alignment: Justify
2. Co-authorship of up to 2 persons is allowed.
3. Please include a bio of 1-2 lines about the author(s), with their name and institutional affiliation.
4. The authors must hyperlink relevant sources in the text. If hyperlinks are not possible, the author can use endnotes in the Chicago Manual of Style. The usage of endnotes must be kept at a minimum, if at all. 
5. Submissions must be made in a doc/docx format. 
6. The title and body of the manuscript must not contain any personal information of the author(s), such as their name, institution etc. This information must be included in a separate document. 
7. Authors are not permitted to send pieces that have already been sent elsewhere for review.

How to Submit
1. Submissions must be made on submissions.policycornerjsgp@outlook.com. Submissions made through any other medium will be summarily rejected. 
2. If the nature of the manuscript is such that it requires expedited publication, please do mention so in the subject line of the email. 

Review Process
1. As per the review process, the Editorial Board may take up to 14 days to respond to submissions. Once accepted, the submission shall be published within 7 days of acceptance (with ‘Expedited’ articles being reviewed within 7 days). Such exception, however, will be granted at the discretion of the Editor. 
2. While responding to the Editor’s comments, authors are requested to retain the comments and edits and make changes in ‘track’ mode in the review document itself. 
3. Given the volume of submissions, we will not be getting back to each author to inform the status of their article.
